 In the last edition of the newsletter, I challenged everyone to join me in praying John Wesleyôs covenant prayer daily for a 
month during January or February. What a two months it has been; an ice storm, power outage for 6 days at the parsonage and a  wind 
storm.  When I was without power it was an inconvenience, not a way of life. I canôt imagine how dark life would be without the power 
and light of Jesus in my life. Praying the covenant prayer has been a journey that brought me to a deeper sense of His presen ce in my 
life and a desire to please Him more. I found that as I willingly placed myself at the Lordôs disposal everyday, I 
am able to accomplish more for Him. 
 With this edition we find ourselves in the midst of Lent, a time of preparation, accompaniment, and 
journey.
